Preview Section 2 
The Inside Story – How did the March Against Fear show a split in the civil rights movement? 

In 1966 James Meredith began a march from Tennessee to Mississippi to encourage other African Americans to register and vote. When Meredith was shot and injured during his “March Against Fear,” about 150 members of the SCLC and SNCC gathered to complete his journey. Repeatedly threatened and harassed, many SNCC members wanted to retaliate. While SCLC members chanted “Freedom Now!” SNCC members called for “Black Power!” It was the first visible rift in the formerly unified civil rights movement.
