On separate paper you will be creating a Sentence Outline of your research paper.  This Outline will BE your paper.  

For full credit, your sentence outline MUST:

· Include all the information that you will be using in your paper.  Do NOT tell me what you will write…actually write it.

· Include parenthetical references where appropriate.

· Include a full Works Cited Page.

· Have a minimum of 3 sources cited in the outline and on the Works Cited Page.

· Be at least 2 typed or 3 written pages long.

Example WRONG:

· Introduction

· Here is where I will give background information about my social movement.
· Here is where I will include my thesis statement.

· Body Paragraph 1

· Here is where I will talk about the first leader/group of my social movement.  I will include information on their goals and results.
· Body Paragraph 2

· Here is where I will talk about the second leader/group of my social movement.  I will include information on their goals and results.
· Body Paragraph 3
· Here is where I will compare and contrast the results of the two leaders and tell which one was more successful
· Conclusion

· Here is where I will evaluate the success of the social movement.
Example RIGHT: (info is from a previous prompt)
· Introduction:
· The Harlem Renaissance is one of the greatest literary periods in the history of American Literature.  

· The Harlem Renaissance was a revival of the African American, because it made other races look at the African Americans not as a derogatory stereotype but as a well educated Black person, otherwise called the New Negro. 

· Many writers became drawn to modern issues and influenced encouragement, modern feelings that resulted in a huge increase of determination in the black race.  Literature and the arts became more real.
· Because of these great aspects, the Harlem Renaissance was very influential and inspired many things.  It was a period of flourishment that had an effect on the nation during the time period and after (Huggins).

· The Harlem Renaissance was a great time in Black History is very significant and was very successful because of the invention of the radio, the popularity of jazz music, and the success of Duke Ellington.  
· Body Paragraph 1

· Topic Sentence-The 1920s was a time of great invention.  Many new products were made and sold to consumers in a busy economy.  Some of these products helped the Harlem Renaissance to spread.
· Evidence-None had as big an impact as the invention of the radio. The radio allowed people all across American to listen to the same music.  In this way jazz music is going to be heard from New York to Boise, from Detroit to Houston (Huggins). 

· Analysis-This was important because people who did not live in the big cities had a chance to hear this new sound coming out of Harlem, New York. This is also significant because it allowed jazz artists to play to a variety of people.  They were able to get the message of their music out to the entire country. 

· Evidence-Another great invention of the 1920s was the automobile.  Henry Ford made a car that almost everyone could afford to buy (Hill).
