Plagiarism

· From the Latin word plagiarius (kidnapper) 

· “the false assumption of authorship; the wrongful act of taking the product of another person’s mind, & presenting it as ones own” (Gibaldi 26).

When to use Parenthetical References

· “When you quote a source word for word” (Smith 2).

· When you paraphrase a source in your own words (Smith 10).

· When you get an idea from a source and use it in any form (Smith 3).

· If all the info in 1 paragraph comes from the same source you cite at the end of the paragraph only.

· If there are different sources in 1 paragraph cite each as you write.

· Each body paragraph should have at least 1 parenthetical reference.

How to write Parenthetical References

· (Author’s Last Name_Page #) Period
EX: (Cornelius 22).

· (Title of Article_Page #)Period

EX: (US History 10).

· If no page number, leave it out

EX: (Cornelius) or (US History)
How to Cite Different Sources on the Works Cited Page
· Book: Author's Last name, First name.  Book Title. City of Publication: Publisher, Year: Pages Used.

· Magazine Article: Author's Last name, First name.  "Article Title."  Magazine Title.  Day Month Year: Pages Used.

· Internet Source: Author's Last name, first name.  "Article Title." Site Title. Sponsor, Day Month Year Created. Day Month Year Visited.  <URL-web address>. 

Works Cited Page Rules:

· All Sources used in RP MUST be listed on your WCP.  All sources on WCP must be used in RP

· Sources MUST be in alphabetical order.

· WCP must be typed, double-spaced & the last page of your paper.
· First line goes to the margin and the following lines are indented
